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First cut out strips of cardboard from an empty cereal box. 

Use a glue stick to secure heavy duty foil around all sides of the cardboard pieces.

 Draw two circles onto a large sheet of paper or poster board with a protractor or a

circular plate. Using a ruler, draw 8 triangular sections like a pizza in the inner circle.

Punch a hole in the center and cut across each pizza section's line. Fold the triangular

points outward.

Decorate and cut out paper ornaments or shapes out of colored construction paper.

Glue the decorations on to the hat's brim and the tips of the triangular sections. 

Add any additional decorations you make have like stickers or glitter.
